


2008 Season at Knaut-Rhuland House Museum.......................................................... Rosie Severs

This season at the Knaut-Rhuland House Museum has been really good for a number of reasons.  Our visitor comments 
indicate that our small museum has exhibitions of which we can all be proud.

The new exhibition “Lunenburg - the First 100 Years” was extremely well received - if you missed it this year, it will be 
there again next season.  This exhibition was created to counter comments that Lunenburg does not have a Town 
Museum that tells its early history from 1753.  Visitors can read and see this history, told through the eyes of four people 
covering those first 100 years.  The exhibition would not have been so entertaining or educational without the help of 
Anne Morison who made two costumes and Mike Severs, who made a replica cannon and devised the timelines that are 
an integral part of the exhibition.  Assistance was also provided by Gerry Rolfsen, who researched and drew the house 
pictures that show how the early settlers’ houses were built, and Don Tufts who painted the backdrop to the cannon 
display and helped Mike build the deck 
of the privateer. 

The efforts of all these people and 
others who loaned us items for the 
exhibition made it such a successful 
year.  We had 250 more visitors this 
year than last - a total of 1,894.  In fact 
our visitor numbers have been 
increasing by more than 200 a year 
since 2006; at this rate we hope to have 
more than 2,000 visitors next year. 

In the Keeping Room, Anne Morison 
and Sharon Orpin demonstrate weaving 
and spinning there every Monday 
afternoon during the season but the 
keeping room was a very depressing 
place to work.  So we painted the walls 
below the chair rail a lovely pale pink 
and with newly painted red floors, the 
room now looks far more attractive.  It is 
hoped that a finish coat of plaster will be 
applied to the upper walls and ceiling 
next spring and once that dries we can 
completely paint the whole room. 

The Costume Gallery looked good as usual this year, thanks to Anne, and there were two new costumes gifted to us by 
Merydie Fjarlie and included in the Victorian section.  For next year, Anne plans to make a wonderful new 18th Century 
ladies dress for the gallery and two more costumes to be on display in the Rhuland Room.
The Museum Garden was delightful this year thanks to Jim Aulenbach and Mary Jean Morowetz.

It has been a busy season and during the last six weeks after our paid guides had left, the Museum was kept open by 
volunteers.  Thanks to all of you..  Next year, we will be looking for volunteers again for Sundays and during September.
